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General Information:  Soccer Intramurals will be run as a double elimination tournament, where every team is guaranteed a minimum of two games that are 30 minutes in length.  We will be playing on the following 5 dates (these dates are subject to change): December 8th and 15th, January 10th, 17th and 19th.  If additional dates are needed, this information will be given to the students in an appropriate and timely manner.  Teams will be told which dates they will be playing on via morning announcements or by visiting my room (805).  It is very important to listen to the announcements on Decemeber 6th and 7th to find out who is playing on our first scheduled date.  On each date there will be 3 games played:  Game 1 is from 3:00-3:30, Game 2 is from 3:30-4:00, and Game 3 is from 4:00-4:30.  Teams are encouraged to watch while they wait for their game to begin.  Each team must have a minimum of 5 players and a maximum of 8.  Students are allowed to make their own teams, however I reserve the right to alter the team rosters in order fill smaller rosters.  Students who want to play but do not have a team, must see me individually with this information.  I will place them on a team so that they can participate.  Each participant must fill out an intramural release and concussion form (see team info below regarding forms), these documents are found in the front office or in my room (805).
Teams:  The captain of the team must hand in this team roster with all information filled in along with each member’s intramural release form and concussion form by December 5th.  These forms are found in the front office.   Failure to hand these documents in will force me to stop your participation in this intramural.  Captains MUST take care of everything:  forms, making sure players are there to play on the correct date and time, and passing on information.
